NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that on August 19, 2013, the City Council (the “Council”) of 

the City of Glasgow, Montana (the “City”) adopted a Resolution of Intention to Increase Rates 
for the Users of the Municipal Water System.

The City finds it necessary to collect sufficient revenues to pay the costs associated with 
upgrading and the operation and maintenance of the Water System.

The City proposes to amend the existing Ordinance to increase the monthly rate and 
charge for water service.

2013 billing. The second increase will come into effect with the May 2014 billing.

by Regenesis, in the bottom of the excavation 
where it will come into contact with groundwater 
to enhance microbial degradation of residual 
petroleum hydrocarbons, and 4) backfilling, 
compacting, and asphalt resurfacing.
